Today the Church universally celebrates the Solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul, Apostles. 
Veneration of the two great Apostles, Saints Peter and Paul, has its roots in the very foundations of the 
Church. They are the solid rock on which the Church is built.  
 

St. Peter suffered martyrdom under Nero, in A.D. 66 or 67. He was buried on the hill of the Vatican where 
recent excavations have revealed his tomb on the very site of the Basilica of St. Peter's.  
 

St. Paul was beheaded in the Via Ostia on the spot where now stands the basilica bearing his name. Down 
the centuries Christian people in their thousands have gone on pilgrimage to the tombs of these Apostles.
